· What question(s) are you trying to answer?

· Includes research or other information about the problem
Hypothesis: (2 points)
· A possible solution for the problem.
· Make sure this possible solution is a complete sentence.
· Make sure the statement is testable.
Materials:  (4 points)  Student responses must include the following:
· Bromothymol blue solution


Pipets

· Sodium Hydroxide (NaOH)

Flasks

· Water




Graduated cylinder

· Straws





Procedure:  (6 points)
· A paragraph (complete sentences) which explains what was done in the lab.
· The procedure must be written so that anyone else could repeat the experiment.
Results (Data):  (7 points)
· This section must include basic data but no concluding statements. (2 points)
· All tables, graphs and charts must be labeled appropriately with title, key, and both axis labeled.  Is the graph neat and understandable?  (5 points for graph)
Conclusions:  (12 points)
· Accept or reject initial hypothesis.  (2 points)
· EXPLAIN why you accepted or rejected your hypothesis using data from the lab.  (4 points)
· Includes a summary of the data – averages, highest, lowest … etc to help the reader understand results. (2 points
· Lists one thing that was learned and describes how it applies to a real-life situation. (2 points)
· Discusses possible errors that could have occurred in the collection of the data (experimental errors).  (2 points)
